Tier 3 = Lifetime* 

*Exceptions 

Registrant obtains proof 
of current registration 

from local law 
enforcement agency 
(LEA) upon registration 

beginning 07/01/21 

Registrant files petition 
with proof of current 
registration with the 

Court.  

Applicant has 15 
court days to serve 
the filed petition on 
LEA’s & DA’s and file 
proof of service with 

the Court. 

Court verifies that 
filing and service 

requirements have 
been met.
