issue, RYAN KINCADE, Decedent’s grandson. Pursuant to Probate Code §§ 6402 and 240, the 

Amended Petition must be joined by RYAN KINCADE as an heir entitled to distribution from the 

Decedent’s estate. Need amended petition which includes the verified signature of RYAN 

KINCADE as a Petitioner in the instant petition to determine succession pursuant to Probate Code 

§ 13151 requiring that the petition must be joined by all those who succeed to the property by 

intestate succession.

4. Attachment 9(a) to the proposed order distributes the personal property according to the 

Decedent’s Will, which is improper distribution if the instant Amended Petition is proceeding as if 

the Decedent died intestate. Probate Code § 13152(c) provides: “If the petitioner bases his or her 

claim to the described property upon the will of the decedent, a copy of the will shall be 

attached to the petition.” This provision appears to allow the Petitioners the option of requesting 

the distribution of real property under intestate succession because the Will is not the basis upon 

which the Petitioners base their claims to the estate real property. Here, the Will is silent as to real 

property, and the Petitioners seek not to use the Will as the basis of their claims to the real 

property, yet they seek distribution of personal property pursuant to the terms of the Will by 

including Attachment 9(a), which follows the distribution stated in the Will of specific items of 

property designated as to specified Petitioners. Need clarification of the Petitioners’ request for 

distribution.
