RICHARD DEWAYNE PHILLIPS, father and Administrator with
Full IAEA without bond, is Petitioner.

Petitioner states the decedent died in Felo 2012 from injuries
sustained during a violent affack while in the custody, and
under the supervision, of the Fresno County Sheriff's Dept.
Petitioner, in his capacity as personal representative of the
decedent’s estate, fled a complaint against the County of
Fresno and others in the US District Court for the Eastem
District of California, alleging violations of the decedent’s
civil ights. The complaint was prepared and filed on
Pefitioner’s behalf by affomey Anthony Boscovich of the
Law Offices of Anthony Boscovich (San Jose, CA) in
association with the law firm of Bode & Grenier LLP
(Washington, D.C.). Pefitioner enfered into a contingency
fee agreement with the law offices of Anthony Boscovich
and the law firm of Bode & Grenier LLP (Exhibit A).

The lawsuit is the only asset of the estate. Petitioner requests
the Court approve the confingency agreement pursuant
to Probate Code 10811(c). The agreement complies with
Califoria Business and Professions Code §6147, is just and
reasonable, and is to the advantage and best interest of
the decedent’s heirs. The decedent is survived by his
mother, his father, and one adult daughter.

The agreement provides how costs and expenses will
affect the estate’s ultimate recovery: “The costs and
expenses listed in this Section 5 will be reimbursed to the
Firms out of any recovery obtained on your behdalf. In the
even that no recovery is made, you wil not be obligated to
reimburse the Firms for any such costs and expenses.”

Petitioner states the scope of representation and the extent
fo which Petitioner could become liability o pay for
matters not covered by the agreement are detailed in the
agreement (such as appedls or refrials).

The agreement is reasonable and in the best interest of the
estate because it is the only asset of the estate and the
opportunity for the decedent’s daughter to receive any
distribution. Therefore, every effort should be made to
ensure a successful outcome.

Petitioner believes the contingency fee of 40% is
reasonable and commonly charged by aftorneys within
this jurisdiction, and neither the estate nor beneficiaries are
required fo make any out of pocket payments. But for this
fee amrangement, Petitioner and the heirs would be
financially unable to pursue the claims.

Petitioner respectifully requests this Court approve
Petitioner's Contingency Fee Agreement with the law firm
of Bode & Grenier, LLP and the Law offices of Anthony
Boskovich.

Petitioner stated he understood
the concept and
acknowledged that his
agreement does not include a
“sliding scale;” however, he
prefered not to alter the
agreement and would like to
proceed at the flat rate of 40%.
Petitioner told Mr. Pendergrass
that he was pleased with the
service provided thus far by the
Law Offices of Anthony
Boskovich and Boade &
Grenier, LLP. On Petitioner’s
behalf, Mr. Pendergrass requests
the Court grant the motion for
approval of the contingency
fee agreement.

1. Petitioner appears to state in the body of the petition that she succeeded the decedent as frustee of the business and
that the decedent died in possession of business property; however, the language of the prayer indicates that the
business is a beneficiary of a separate frust, which is not described in the petition.

Need clarification, as this petition is filed under Probate Code §850(a)(2))D), which does not appear to be an
appropriate reference for either situation: “(D) Where the decedent died having a claim to real or personal property,
fitle to or possession of which is held by another.”

2. The Court may require clarification as to the organization/relationship of the business, the trust, and office of “trustee” as
described.

3. The Court may require verification that all entitied to nofice have been served, including those within the business
organization.
