Background: On 7-6-11, the court determined that 
Conservatee has the capacity to enter into a valid 
marriage on the condition that a prenuptial agreement 
be executed, and the bride-to-be have independent 
counsel for the purpose of reviewing the agreement. 
Mr. Helon advised the Court that a prenuptial 
agreement had been drafted, and the Court authorized 
“fees for the reviewing of the already prepared 
documents including the prenuptial agreement” not 
exceed $2,000.00. 
 

Petitioner states that as Conservator of the Estate, 
Petitioner has caused to be prepared a Premarital 
Agreement (attached), which has been approved by 
KATHRYN LOUISE WASHBURN and her counsel, and by 
Robert and Marcia Lowder, Successor Co-Conservators 
of the Person. The agreement is expressly contingent 
on and will be effective only upon court approval. 
 

Petitioner is states the agreement would benefit 
Conservatee and his estate by defining marital rights 
and obligations and possibly reducing potential claims 
and burdens on the conservatorship estate in the 
event of dissolution. Petitioner states the agreement 
will not have an adverse effect on the conservatorship 
estate compared to the rights and obligations in a 
marriage without such agreement, and believes that 
with the agreement, the conservatorship estate will 
still be adequate to provide for the conservatee and 
those legally entitled to support from the conservatee. 
At the close of the 21st Account (8-1-10), the estimated 
value of the conservatee’s estate was $1,208,941.79, 
with no significant liabilities.

$250.00/hr includes research, conference with Conservatee, preparation for hearing, review of drafts and associated 
documentation, and communications and review with Wells Fargo and counsel for Conservatee.

They humiliated him and said he was a worthless 

wet back from Mexico.  Jessie would beat him for 

no reason.  In 1999 his in-laws [petitioners] move 

in with him and his wife.  They put a strain on the 

marriage.  After he separated from the children’s 

mother, he continued close contact with the 

children.  The children’s mother would continue to 

call and bring the children for visits. Mr. Delgado 

states he would see the boys two or three days per 

week for about 4 hours each visit.  The boys 

continued to visit with Mr. Delgado [father] until 

their mother’s death.
