Background: On 5/30/12, Ms. Lorah filed a Petition to 

Determine Ownership of Estate Property and for Order 

Authorizing and Directing the Transfer of Estate 

property to Claimant under Probate Code §850, which 

requested confirmation of a 10% ownership interest in 

Quetico, LLC, an order confirming that the Estate of 

Murched “Mike” Issa, San Diego Superior Court Case 

37-2011-00150022-PR-LS-NC (this decedent’s post-

deceased spouse) has no ownership interest in the 

LLC. 

 

JANE B. LORENZ, as Special Administrator for the ESTATE 

OF MURCHED MARK ISSA filed a motion to transfer the 

petition to be heard in San Diego Superior Court. 

 

On 10/29/12, the Court granted the motion and 

ordered the petition transferred to San Diego Superior 

Court. 

 

Executor filed a Report of Status on 9/3/15 that states 

the estate is not in a position to close. A Case 

Management Conference on the above-referenced 

petition was continued to 1/9/15. On 1/9/15, the Court 

sustained all objections to judicial notices and ruled on 

stipulated facts that the Quetico asset was community 

property of the marriage. Decedent’s consent to the 

purchase agreement did not constitute a sufficient 

transmutation to change its community property 

characterization under Family Code §760. Although 

the Court confirmed that Quetico was community 

property, the issue regarding whether the 10% 

remaining interst should be probated in Olivia’s or 

Murched’s estate has not yet been determined. The 

matter has been continued to 9/11/15. 

 

Supplement to Status Report filed 9/17/15 states on 

9/11/15, Honorable Julia C. Kelety, Judge of the San 

Diego Superior Court granted the petition. Therefore, 

upon procuring the Quetico asset, the estate will be in 

a position to close. It is hereby requested that 

administration be extended until 4/30/16 in order to 

allow Petitioner to marshal this asset and close this 

estate.
