Various status reports have been filed.  
 
Status Report filed 11/8/16 states the administration 
of this estate has been complicated by the death 
of a son, Anthony Angel Teixeira. A probate was 
commenced on 4/12/16 and a one-half share of 
this estate will pass to the deceased son’s estate. 
This estate is not yet in a position to close but has 
one significant development to report. The 
Franchise Tax Board has withdrawn its creditor’s 
claim and request for special notice in this matter.  
 
Neither the executor/heir nor the co-administrators 
of the deceased son’s estate desire to take 
undivided interests in the decedent’s 1/6 interest in 
the Santa Clara County property, and the cash 
needs in the deceased son’s estate appear to be 
substantial. 
 
Executor has been trying to persuade her uncles, 
who co-own the property, to put the property on 
the market. As previously reported herein, only one 
of them has entered into negotiations to sell. 
Executor informed her uncle of the forthcoming 
cash offer of $8,500,000, but the uncle believed a 
higher amount would be offered and wanted to 
wait. Executor believed such a sale would have 
provided the needed liquidity and flexibility to 
accomplish a distribution of this estate; however, it 
now appears that the uncles have changed their 
position and do not want to sell. 
 
Executor believes her only option is to force a sale 
by way of partition action and hereby seeks an 
extension of time to administer the estate to enable 
her to prosecute such action with the objective to 
cause an influx of cash in the estate, leading to 
final distribution. Keeping the estate open over the 
near-term is not harmful to the estate or 
beneficiaries.  
 
Executor prays for an order that administration 
continue for six months after which Executor shall 
either file a petition for distribution or subsequent 
status report.

8. Under the Conservatee’s Residence Expenses portion of the Disbursement Schedule there are three 

charges for PG&E, amongst other smaller PG&E bills, dated 11/02/2015 in the amount of $346.21; 02/03/2016 

in the amount of $373.58; and 10/06/2016 in the amount of $197.25.  It is unclear why the conservatorship of 

the estate is paying for the residential utilities when the petition states the house is an asset of the 

conservatee’s trust.  Also, it is unclear why these utility bills are so high if the conservatee has been residing in 

a long-terma care facility since July 2015.  Is someone residing in the home?  If so are they paying rent?   

 

9. Disbursement Schedule shows two misc./tip charges under the Conservatee’s Medical Expenses portion in 

the amount of $15 on 07/14/2015 and 07/17/2015, it is unclear what the nature and purpose is of this tip.  

Need clarification.   

 

10. Disbursement Schedule includes three charges from Well-Being Senior Solutions in the amount of $550.00 

dated 09/22/2015; $550.00 on 10/22/2015 and 12/10/2015 248.00, it is unclear what the nature and purpose 

of this charge is.   

 

11. Care Facility statements includes guest meals totaling $96.  Why should the conservatee be paying for these 

meals?

6. Petitioner states she and the Decedent maintained eleven rental properties at the time of 

decedent’s death.  Many of the properties were rented through the Fresno Housing Authority and 

rental payments were directly deposited into the decedent’s sole bank account.  Payments were 

made directly to the Decedent’s account for properties jointly held by Petitioner and the 

decedent that passed directly to Petitioner by operation of law.  Petition requests reimbursement 

in the amount of $2,679.00 for rents that rightfully belonged to her.  However, the receipt schedule 

shows receipts for said properties in the amount of $2,653.00 a difference of $26.00. Need 

clarification.

(Cancelled Refinance Charges).  It appears by the letter from Ranniker Lending attached to the 

accounting that this charge may be for the refinance of the property on Durrant that passed to 

the Petitioner outside of probate.  Need clarification.

3. Petition requests several independent powers under Probate Code §2591 without Court oversight.  Local 

Rule 7.15.2 states: It is the policy of the court to grant a guardian or conservator only those independent 

powers necessary in each case to administer the estate. A request for all powers described in Probate 

Code § 2591 will not be granted by the court. Each independent power requested must be justified by, and 

narrowly tailored to the specific circumstances of that case. Any powers so granted must be specified in the 

order and in the Letters of Guardianship or Conservatorship.  Petition does not state facts needed for the 

Court to determine powers under 2591 are necessary.   

 

4. Petition requests that the petitioner be granted the exclusive use and control of the family residence and if 

needed to sell the family home.  However it is unclear if the family residence is separate property or if it is was 

held in joint tenancy.  Probate Code §251 states a joint tenant who feloniously and intentionally kills another 

joint tenant thereby effects a severance of the interest of the decedent so that the share of the decedent 

passes as the decedent’s property and the killer has no rights by survivorship.  This section applies to joint 

tenancies in real and personal property, join and multiple-party accounts in financial institutions, and any 

other form of co-ownership with survivorship incidents.
