Petitioner states that following the death of the Trustor, he removed all of the remaining personal 

property that was located in El Dorado County [where the Trustor resided prior to his death] which is 

subject to the trust and moved it to Fresno County.  The trust provides that a Trustee in possession shall 

first deliver to any person any of the personal property if the Trustor expressed his wishes to that item.  

Thereafter the Trustee in possession shall divide any remaining assets 45% to Lowell Dean Landre, 45% 

to Lance Henry Landre and 10% to Tamera Landre McDaniel. As Trustee, Petitioner has set aside for 

Respondent and/or Tamera specific items designated by the Trustor.  Petitioner as Trustee divided the 

remaining personal property 45% to Petitioner, 45% to Respondent and 10% to Tamera.  Petitioner has 

waived any claim to the remaining personal property save and except the items he previously 

received from the Trustor or at the Trustor’s discretion.  

 

In addition to the personal property there exists a collection of coins.  A proposed distribution of said 

coins has been provided to Respondent’s attorney.  

 

Petitioner’s First Claim for Relief: 

 

1. Following the death of the Trustor, cotrustees Lowell Dean Landre and Tamera Landre 

McDaniel assumed complete control over the financial affairs of the Trust including the 

maintenance of the checking account, locating assets of the trust, and filing tax returns.  

 

2. Commencing in 2013 and continuing thereafter, Petitioner has requested Respondent provide 

him with a complete accounting of the Trust.  Respondent has failed and refused to provide 

an accounting as required by the California Probate Code.  

 

Petitioner’s Second Claim for Relief: 

 

1. On 6/17/14 Counsel for Respondent stated that the Trust accepted Petitioner’s offer in the sum 

of $14,000 to purchase the 2003 Hummer owned by the Trust. 

 

2. Petitioner has deposited the sum of $7,700 into his attorney’s trust account with the instructions 

to deliver $7,700 to Respondent’s counsel when the Certificate of Title has been signed to 

transfer title to Petitioner.  

 

3. Despite delivery of the funds and transmission of the Certificate of Title to Respondent’s 

Attorney, Respondent refused to act to complete the sale of the 2003 Hummer.  

 

 

Petitioner’s Third Claim for Relief: 

 

1. Respondent controls the checkbook for the Trust that contains an amount greater than 

$35,000.00. 

 

2. Respondent without consultation of Petitioner/cotrustee caused a 2013 tax return to be filed 

and failed to provide a true and correct copy to Petitioner.

Petitioner’s Fourth Claim for Relief: 

 

1. Paragraphs of the Trust provide, “If Settlor leaves notes or a letter of instructions indicating the 

settlor’s preferences for distribution of tangible personal property, then the settlor requests that 

the successor trustee of this trust who is in possession of this property honor these wishes.”  

  

2. Pursuant to cited portions of the Trust, Petitioner has distributed all the personal property in his 

possession to the beneficiaries of the Trust.  

 

Petitioner’s Fifth Claim for Relief: 

 

1. In connection with the 2003 Hummer, Petitioner paid the 2014 DMVB fee of $113 and 

purchased a battery in the sum of $91.87.  The battery was necessary as the Hummer 

would not start.  In order to register the Hummer for 2014, a smog check was required and 

it could not be completed without a new battery. 

 

2. On 7/30/14 reimbursement of the sum of $204.87 was requested from Respondent. 

 

3. To date respondent has refused to respond to the reimbursement request.  

 

Petitioner prays: 

 

1. That the Court order Respondent Lowell Dean Landre to provide a complete accounting for 

the Trust to Petitioner within 30 days of said order; 

 

2. That the court order Respondent to complete the sale of the 2003 Hummer and sign the 

Certificate of Title.  If he refuses, Petitioner requests the Court order the return of the Certificate 

of Title and direct that the clerk of the Court sign the Certificate of Title; 

 

3. That the Court order Respondent to distribute to the beneficiaries the remainder of the Trust 

funds less reasonable set aside for taxes and preparation of tax returns; 

 

4. That the Court enter an Order confirming the distribution of the personal property as set forth in 

Exhibits A & B;
